Article I

The name of this organization shall be the Paw Paw High School Student Council.

Article II


The purpose of the Paw Paw High School Student Council shall be:

1. To provide a channel of communication between the administration, faculty, staff and students

2. To provide an educational experience in leadership and responsibility

3. To provide services that build school and community pride for all students

4. To sponsor activities for all students’ enjoyment and enrichment

Article III


Members of the Paw Paw High School Student Council shall be:


Section I: 
The elected President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

Section II:
Elected representatives of each class, accompanied by Class officers when called for by the executive office.

Section III:
Any officer of a club sponsored by Paw Paw High School when called for by the executive office.

Article IV

Section I:
Student Council candidates for office and representatives must complete an interview with the Student Council Advisor(s) prior to the election.

A. Interviews must be scheduled with the Advisor(s) by the candidate.

B. All interviews will be completed at least one day before the election.

C. Any candidate who does not complete his or her interview in the specified timeframe will not be included on the ballot.

D. Elections for Student Council Officers, Class Officers and representatives will be held in the Spring of each year.

Bylaws of the Paw Paw High School Student Council

Article I


POWERS AND DUTIES OF MEMBERS


Section I

President
A. Will preside over all meetings.

B. Will appoint all committee chairpersons and advertising chairpersons for each committee.

C. Will chair the executive committee.

D. Will attend School Board meetings when the need arises.

E. Will meet with advisor(s) prior to every Student Council meeting.

F. Will prepare and submit an agenda for each meeting at least 1 day prior to the meeting.

Section II

Vice President
A.             Will preside over meetings in case of the President’s absence.

B. Will oversee all committees.
C. Will chair the Constitutional Revision Committee, when needed.

D. Will be responsible for and take accurate attendance at all Student Council meetings.

Section III

Secretary
A. Will record all Student Council transactions and correspondence.

B. Will turn in a typed copy of the minutes to the advisor(s) promptly following all meetings.

C. Will issue minutes (via hard copy or e-mail) to all Student Council members and the Advisor(s).

D. Will keep a record, and record all votes.

Section IV

Treasurer
A. Will record all monetary transactions.

B. Will submit approval to advisor(s) all requests for expenditures made by committees prior to items being purchased

C. Will approve all applications for dances by clubs and organizations, along with final approval of Student Council members, and the Administration.

Section V

Class Presidents

A.
Will receive Student Council meeting minutes and information from the Class Advisor(s) for distribution to the Class V.P., Secretary, Treasurer, and Representative(s) in his or her class.
B. Will appoint the chairpersons of class subcommittees during Homecoming and Winterfest activities.
C. Will delegate other responsibilities to other class officers as duties arise during the course of the school year.

Section VI

Class and Club Representatives
A. Will attend and participate in all Student Council meetings and sponsored activities.

B. Will report pertinent information from meetings to Class Advisors.

C. Will report pertinent information from Class meetings to the Student Council.

Section VII

All Officers
A. Student Council Officers, Class Representatives, and Club Representatives will be expected to attend all Student Council meetings, and all activities sponsored by the Student Council. ***Student Council officers who surpass 2 unexcused absences (as explained in the School Handbook, including tardiness) per semester will be issued a warning by the advisor(s). Student Council members failing any class will not be issued passes to attend meetings, and these absences will also count as “unexcused.” Student Council members are expected to maintain passing grades in all classes in order to be eligible to attend meetings. Further absences (in excess of 2 per semester) deem any officer subject to removal from Student Council. It is the responsibility of the student to report excused absences to the Student Council advisor within 3 days of the absence. If a member is unable to attend a meeting due to specific class activities (e.g. a test at the time of a meeting), it is the responsibility of that student to report this to the advisor(s) on the day of the meeting and obtain information that was distributed and discussed at the meeting. Class Officers and Class Representatives will be expected to attend class meetings and activities, as arranged by the advisor(s). 
B. Will be student leaders promoting positive citizenship. ***Any officer receiving more than three days of suspension in a semester will be subject to removal from the Student Council by the advisor(s) and/or Administration.

D. Will enthusiastically participate in committees organized for special events and services for the school and community.
E. Students who are removed from Student Council for any reason may not be allowed to run for office in years following their removal from the Council, unless there is/are no other candidate(s) for the intended position. Students who drop out of office at any point in the school year and wish to re-join Student Council at a later time (including a new school year) must submit a statement defending his or her reason for new membership.
F. Without prejudice or discrimination, will encourage all members of the student body to develop school spirit and unity, and pride for the community.

Article II


Section I

Procedures for school dances are as follows:

A.
All class/club sponsors are responsible for obtaining the following forms from the Assistant Principal:

1. Request for Dance

2. Building Use Request

3. Regulations for Dances

4. Sponsor Responsibilities

5. Chaperone Responsibilities

B.
Plans for a dance must be cleared with the class/club sponsor and requests submitted to the Assistant Principal at least 2 weeks in advance of the requested activity. Request forms must be completed in their entirety, including confirmation of chaperoning adults.

C.
Upon approval with the club/class sponsor on a date for the dance, the Assistant Principal will then recommend the dance be approved by the Student Council.

D. 
All dances must be approved by the Student Council at least one week in advance of the requested date.

E. All rules and regulations included in the Student Handbook for Paw Paw High School Students will be in effect at all school dances.

F. Student Council members who serve on a dance committee to advertise, sell tickets, decorate, and set up or clean up for dances will receive a free ticket to that dance.

G. Members of the Homecoming and Snowfest Court are issued a free ticket to the dance.

Article III
These Bylaws can only be amended by a two-thirds vote of the Student Council.
